Između četrdeset četiri nominirana kandidata u četvrtom izdanju nagrade projektnom timu dodijeljena je druga nagrada kao i posebno priznanje u čast inicijative u području interkulturalnog dijaloga za mir i suživot. Projektni tim, koji se sastoji od 55 povjesničara i nastavnika historije iz Bosne i Hercegovine, Hrvatska i Srbija, odabran je i nagrađen od strane Anna Lindh Euro-mediteranske Fondacija za dijalog među kulturama jer su uspjeli prevladati etničke, vjerske, jezične podjele kako bi razvili zajednički nastavni materijal o povijesti regije. Ovo je izuzetno priznanje za rad timu  povjesničara i nastavnika historije koji je posvetio mnogo hrabrosti i građanske odgovornosti, u razvoju kontakata sa stručnjacima iz različitih etničkih pozadina nakon rata.

The project team "History in Action" Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatian and Serbian is the winner of second award and  special mention of the  Euro-Mediterranean Prize for dialogue among cultures and which awarded Anna Lindh Foundation and the Fondazione Mediteraneo. Between forty-four nominated candidates in the fourth edition of the Prize,  project team was awarded with second prize and special mention in honor of the initiatives in the field of intercultural dialogue for peace and coexistence. The project team, consisting of 55 historians and history teachers from Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia and Serbia, was selected and awarded by the Anna Lindh Euro-Mediterranean Foundation for dialogue between cultures as they managed to overcome ethnic, religious, linguistic divisions to develop common teaching materials about the history of the region. This is an important recognition for a team of historians and teachers of history who has devoted a lot of courage and civic responsibility, developing contacts with experts from different ethnic backgrounds after the war.
